At the grassroots meeting, we asked participants with disabilities from about 10 countries to
give short speeches of about 5 minutes, including time for translation. The content of the talk
will be regarding the increasing number of natural disasters in recent years, what are the
concerns and problems faced by people with disabilities during disasters, and what efforts are
being taken. First, we need to listen to the voices of individuals and reflect on where we stand.
Although many experts will be participating, the main focus here will be on listening to the
voices of people with disabilities.

The following items will be asked: (1) your name, (2) your disability, (3) your current
affiliation, (4) whether you are concerned about maintaining your livelihood or evacuation in

the event of a natural disaster, and (5) any efforts you have made to deal with it.

Through this meeting, we hope to create an opportunity to create an international network,
especially with people with disabilities in Asia. The means to develop ongoing disaster
prevention activities is to build relationships with the local community. However, considering
the explosive spread of natural disasters today, we believe that we also need a broad network
of mutual support and global cooperation.

There are almost two kinds of disaster in our community flood and dry. Disasters like flooding
can worsen social inequalities around health and housing. For people with disability, however,
the effect can be especially profound.

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Mongolia has acceded to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and
has amended its laws. In this regard, the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, the Disaster
Management Act, and the Disaster Management Plan were passed. However, past events
show that the implementation of these laws and policies has not been sufficient.

For example:

A long-term curfew has been imposed due to the new coronavirus. At the time, people
with severe disabilities were in dire straits, unable to access food, water, and fuel. Access to
medical and social services was also nearly impossible.

People with hearing impairment did not have quick and easy access to information and
were at increased risk of harm. When a disaster occurs, many unexpected problems arose,
such as how to deliver safety information.

And this year, a flood disaster occurred in Mongolia. Currently, older adults with
disabilities have been shown to be at increased risk of exposure. Access to shelters and advance
information provision were the most pressing issues. Based on the above, in the event of a
natural disaster such as a fire or earthquake, we plan training on who to turn to, how to ask
for help, how to administer first aid, how to provide information to people with disabilities,
etc. should be included in the accessible format. I also understood that we needed to organize
on a regular basis.

Currently, the Mongolian government is pursuing reforms in a very strategic way. For
example, the Education Act was completely revised and an education system was introduced
that allows all children, including those with disabilities, to attend school. This also requires
an accessible environment. The Welfare Act and the Persons with Disabilities Act will also be

revised. Therefore, it is necessary to emphasize disaster prevention and ensure the
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participation of people with disabilities. It also creates needs to learn from and implement
international experience.

Thank you very much for organizing an online conference on such a serious issue.
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(It was a very busy time in Bayar, Mongolia, and he was in Europe when he received my email
asking him to give a short speech. thank you. I got the impression that Bayar-san stated that
various countermeasures are needed by people with disabilities themselves, and at the same
time, countermeasures are needed from the perspective of their supporters, and that an

approach from both sides is required. (Ogawa))

Hello everyone,
Today, I want to shed light on disaster risk management and its impact on the Deaf
community in the Philippines. While typhoons are well-known, our country faces various

disasters like earthquakes, volcanic eruptions, and landslides.

For Deaf individuals, disasters present unique challenges. Communication barriers and
lack of accessible information make it difficult for them to receive crucial updates. During
evacuations, they might miss verbal instructions and feel isolated in shelters. In response, 1
dedicated eight months to a project that focused on improving disaster communication and

access for the Deaf community in the Philippines.

We developed tools such as:

1. Disaster Preparedness Plan: We created an Early Warning System with Filipino Sign
Language (FSL) vocabulary. Training sessions empowered Deaf organizations and local

teams to craft hazard maps and response protocols.

2. Awareness Raising: Visual and video materials in FSL increased awareness. We used
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technology to disseminate vital information.

Our efforts addressed communication barriers and the unique needs of the Deaf

community, leading to a safer response during emergencies.

In conclusion, while our country faces various disasters, it's vital to consider Deaf
individuals’ challenges.

Japan Masahiro Kawahara, Deaf, Chair of the Kanagawa Deaf Association
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Japan is a country prone to many disasters, and an organization of deaf people and a group of
sign language interpreters are currently working together on disaster countermeasures.

As Ms. Weng mentioned, information is very important to us. Being able to communicate is
also important. It is important to be able to communicate accurately when receiving support
or when living in an evacuee. If not, life would be difficult.

Even though deaf peosons want to discuss their concerns, there are many cases where they
are unable to do so.

As for future issues, the first thing to do is to ensure that local people, deaf people, and sign
language interpreters work together on a daily basis. Second, the government, deaf people,
and sign language interpreters should work together. Thirdly, I think we should always know

where the deaf and hard of hearing people are so that they can receive support immediately.

(Mr. Kawahara and [ are members of the Kanagawa Prefecture Sign Language Promotion
Council, but I don't think disaster prevention is a central issue at that meeting.We need to

continue to actively raise the topic of disaster prevention. (Ogawa))

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I have had bone fractures more than 50 times due to osteogenesis imperfecta, Currently, I am
living independently in Taipei using a power wheelchair.

I work as the executive director of an independent living association. Based on what I learned
through Duskin's training, I believe that by eliminating social barriers, we can live a better life.
It is important for people with disabilities to be able to live in the community on an equal basis,

and disaster prevention is also an important issue.

Earthquakes and floods are common in Taiwan. I would like to talk about the problems in that
case. The most important thing is “"information”. The government seems to be sending
information to a mobile phone, but there are times when you can receive it and times when
you cannot. As for how to evacuate, people with disabilities are not included. It is aimed only

at the general public.

I would like people with disabilities to be included in the disaster prevention plan. Support
methods vary depending on the type of disability, so knowledge of this is necessary. Assistance
services must also continue during disasters.

In Taiwan, the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities has been ratified, and
we have also created guidelines for disaster prevention, so we would like to improve their

comntents.

I'm Zo, the 22nd batch of Duskin trainee from Indonesia.

I'm so happy to meet a lot of familiar face here. I'm always grateful for Duskin and this seminar.
Through this kind of event, I have given the opportunity to meet such amazing people like

you all.

I heard from Ogawa Sensel that this is an “obon” season, I also heard that a typhoon is passing

through western part of Japan, so I hope everyone enjoy their “obon” holiday safely.

My disability is spina bifida, basically a physical disability caused by spinal cord injury which
resulted in loss of strength in the lower part of my body.
I will explain briefly about my personal experience, worries, and my wish in the future related

to disaster as a person with disability.

My hometown is prone to various natural disasters. Some of the potential disaster risks include
earthquakes, volcanic activity, floods and landslides especially during rainy season.

However, I have never included in disaster training before until I went to Japan. I remember
during my school year, whenever an earthquake occurred, all the teachers and students ran all
the way to the sport field. If I was lucky, my friend would remember to help me walk out of
the classroom. But, most of the time, we are all panicking so they forgot me and remember
me halfway. It's scarier when the classroom is not on the ground floor. | remember when one
of the students, without disabilities, fall off the stairs because everyone is rushing and started

to push each other. That's like the disaster on its own.
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[ have always been wondering the better way to prepare and respond to a disaster, and that’s
why I also tried to learn about that during my duskin training. I even brought home a disaster
risk prevention handbook for persons with disabilities from Japan hoping that I can share that

with my community as well here.

[ heard that lately NGOs started to conduct disaster training especially for the high populated
regions with potential disaster risk, and The National Disaster Management Agency has made
efforts to include provisions for persons with disabilities in their guidelines. But, of course
there have been challenges in fully integrating these considerations like limited resources and

awareness.

I hope in the future we can ensure accessible information and evacuation centers. I think it’s
essential for local communities to be involved in preparing for emergencies. Collaborating
with organizations to collect accurate data to make disaster management more inclusive for

people with disabilities.

That’s it from me. I will be happy to collaborate with the Center for Regional Cooperation

and Disaster Care in the future.

Hello. My name is Yoshihiro Mitsuoka.

The disability is a spinal cord injury. At the age of 14, as a result of surgery to remove a spinal
tumor, | became paralyzed from the waist down and began using a manual wheelchair.
Currently, I work at an organization called II. Minami Tama, Independent Living Center in

Tokyo, which supports the independence of people with disabilities.

Where [ live is right near the river. About three years ago, during a typhoon, the river level
rose due to heavy rain, and there was a risk of flooding. We received a request from the city
hall to evacuate to a safe location, so we evacuated to the gymnasium of a nearby elementary
school. The gymnasium wasn't fully barrier-free, but since it was only for one night, I felt safe

and secure.

Disasters can strike one day, so I realized that it is important to know in advance where to
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escape, how barrier-free and facilities are available, and what the evacuation route is to get

there.

It is also necessary to participate in local disaster prevention drills so that people know that
people with disabilities live in the community, and to tell local residents what kind of support

they need as well. I thought.

In the future, [ would like to work to create a system that incorporates the voices and needs of

people with disabilities into disaster prevention plans at city halls and other institutions.

- Having said to above concerns, it’s tough for us (PwDs) to access accessible evacuation
plans and safe places to go.

» Vary recently, we the DPO Bhutan modified Disability-Inclusive Disaster Managementinto
the National Disaster Management Planning Guidelines.

+ Because of the limited economic resources in the country, it is challenging to acquire
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materials and equipment for individuals with disabilities in Bhutan.

+ Anyhow, I am actively engaged in raising awareness about disability-inclusive disaster
preparedness initiatives at the local government level up to the decision-making level.

* I believe that coming together to discuss the challenges and concerns faced by persons with
disabilities during disasters is crucial for fostering greater understanding and finding ways to
ensure our (PwDs) safety and well-being.

* Thank you for considering my speech. I am looking forward to the event and to connecting
with other participants to exchange more valuable insights.

(Due to lack of time, Mr. Tamaru could only greet the participants. Mr. Tamaru is currently

working at an organization that helps refugees, AAR-Japan, and we hope that he will be able

to utilize his past experience to play an active role. (Ogawa))
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32 years ago, I studied in the United States through Duskin's training program. | am your
senior.

Now, in 2016, the Kumamoto earthquake occurred. The town where Kumamoto Castle is
located was destroyed. I myself became a victim. That's what I felt there. Both the government
and volunteers realized that there was alack of understanding towards people with disabilities.
Based on that experience, I strongly felt the need for people with disabilities to participate in
national and local government activities. That doesn't mean you can just include one or two
people. It is necessary for people with different disabilities and different genders to participate.
Community disaster preparedness plans require staff training and must include local people
with disabilities.

Another point of view is gender. I have to say that Japan is lagging behind. People are not
aware that there are women with disabilities. Additionally, being a woman and a mother can
add to the challenges.

Like other Asian countries, Japan has many disasters. I think it is important to think, learn,

and make suggestions each time. I hope to have more opportunities like this in the future.

(Hirano-san emphasized the need for a gender perspective. This perspective tends to be put
off, so it is important to pay close attention to it.

After listening to everyone's stories today, I realized that I can see the problems faced by
people with disabilities. However, I think that the practice of solving these problems is
insufficient. It is a prerequisite that people with disabilities and their supporters work together.
If the people with disabilities are left out, the implementation will
not go well. I was once again keenly aware that progress is made

when people with disabilities participate. (Ogawa))

I
understand that mental care is important. I listened to a very meaningful exchange of opinions.

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Please do your best to ensure that the program supporting people with disabilities in Thailand
runs smoothly. We would also appreciate it if you could let us know when results are reported.
By the way, Weng-san’s sign language is good Japanese sign language. She had studied

Japanese Sign Language in Japan and underwent 10 months of leadership training.

"Today's discussion is about how to create a means for people with disabilities to access
correct information as quickly as possible in the event of a disaster in any Asian country, and
how to communicate with people without disabilities in abnormal situations that are not
normal times. It was good to learn that there is a common issue of finding ways to
communicate. In Japan, the physical barrier-free nature of evacuation centers seems to be
improving little by little in recent years. However, there is not enough gender perspective.
Based on this current situation, how can we deal with the issue of evacuation of people with
disabilities, who are a minority in terms of the population, while firmly incorporating a gender
perspective in disaster prevention? The issue of how to include this in the plan seemed to be
a huge challenge. I have high hopes for future collaboration between the government and
people with disabilities.

Furthermore, in times of disaster, it is absolutely necessary to cooperate and help each other
with people around you, regardless of whether or not you have a disability. There is a need for
close communication between people and people with disabilities, and I think that a future
challenge is how to create such a place. In particular, there is a need to address the problems
of people who are prone to social isolation. "

It is important to have a gender perspective. It is also necessary to make efforts to understand
the issues faced by people who tend to be socially isolated. Thank you for your advice.

Regarding this
point, an Indonesian trainee shared her own experience of not participating in evacuation
drills during her training in Japan. I thought this was a point that clearly pointed out the
difficulty in implementing the system (people tend to think of people with disabilities as
people receiving support). I think it would be very meaningful if there were an opportunity in
the near future for Duskin training graduates, including today's speakers, to exchange
opinions one after another about the points to keep in mind when conducting evacuation drills
and the things they learned from conducting the drills. Last but not least, I would like to
sincerely thank you for your hard work in organizing the zoom conference with multiple
interpretations, which faced various hurdles. I will be participating again the day after
tomorrow, and I look forward to your continued support."
